Supervisor Scee announced that the appraisal @ttres Road property has been
completed and the amount is $47,000.

A discussion was held on purchasing a debit carchima and swipe system for
the water tower on Tower Road. C'man Lee explathatla swipe machine on the
Tower and the debit card machine at the Town Gegffice would cost $3500 and
the cards are $4 each. The cards would be loadbdumds to purchase water in
$1 increments at the Town Clerk's office and swigethe Tower. The card could
also be recharged. C'man Lee suggested to ch&faleposit for the card itself.
